TREASURER’S REPORT

· Feb. 2010:  $125, 000 +

CD of $100,000 (part of 125,000) comes due in June 2010.
Need a storage locker for all of HSA records.  Motion approved.  

REGISTRAR’S REPORT

· USASA can increase accident insurance coverage.  Per player increase from $9.50  to $10.99.  Motion approved for HAS to pay for additional insurance coverage.

· Maui women just started a league. 
COMMITTEE & LEAGUE REPORTS

REFEREES

· 500 referees registered this year.  Had training with National USFF referee.  

· New Director:  Derek Wong.  Had been part of the instructor’s staff.

MISO

· Vandalism:  Shed at Waipio - $3,000 worth of equipment lost or damaged, including AED.  

· League official was assaulted.  Player was suspended.

· One additional women’s team.

CO-ED

· Issues with suspended players.  Mr. Pastor suspended for 5 years.  

· Most teams are full on the mens’ side.  More space is available for women.  8 teams.

· Suggested that they participate in the National Co-Ed tournament.

WISA

· 45 teams.  Extended season because of the number of teams.  Will be purchasing a golf cart.  Need to work out where cart will be stored.  

· April 25 – Food Drive for Food Bank.

· Web site – need timely posting of information.

7-A-SIDE-CO-ED

· Treasurer will produce all bank statements at all meetings.  Age: novice men is now 45; existing players are grandfathered in.  Experienced men: age is now 50.  Experienced women – age is now 43.

· Passed: players banned for a year or more in any league will be banned from playing in 7-a-side for same time period.

MAUI

RANGER

Some players come over if suspended from other leagues.  Ranger’s will not allow players to participate if suspended in another League.  It has been Ranger’s League policy since 1983.

· Motion passed:  Any League that takes any disciplinary action taken against any player, coach, manager etc.  of at least a year shall notify HSA of the same in writing within 7 days.  HSA will then notify all Leagues of the same.
