1.  SPRING SEASON

5.  REFEREE CERTIFICATION REIMBURSEMENT

> WISA reimburses the recertification fee for referees who are WISA members, blood or marriage relatives to WISA members and they must ref a minimum of three (3) WISA games/season.  

> It was moved and passed that the persons eligible for reimbursement be expanded:
“Every WISA team may nominate one person, who completes at least five (5) of the club line assignments for that team in one season, to be reimbursed for referee re-certification.”


6.  SUBSTITUTION RULE

> In accordance with USSF rule, it was moved and passed that the current WISA substitution rule would be changed: 

“In WISA games, substitutions will be now be allowed by any team on any throw-in and cornerkick (in addition to goalkicks).  The referee shall be directed that they should only “sub” a player who is standing at the mid-line and ready to enter the game.”

>The new rule will start with the 2011 Makule Season.
