WISA Game Rules
FALL 2010
Player passes will be checked before each game.  Remember, no pass, no play.
Each team is to provide a roster to the referee prior to the start of the game. Home Team is responsible to provide the game ball, as well as, to change jerseys if there is a conflict of colors.

Uniforms must consist of the same style/color jersey, same color shorts, and socks.  All jerseys must be numbered and no two jerseys may have the same number.  All slide pants must be the same color as the shorts.  All and any shirt worn beneath the uniform must also be of the same color.  For example, if your team uniform is red tank tops and you need to wear either a short or long sleeve, it must also be red.  
Slide tackling is not allowed in the Makule Divisions.  It is an automatic yellow card.

Games must start on time!  As long as a team has 7 players, a game can be started.  Please remind your players to be on time, so the following games don’t get delayed.  If your team plays the first game, you must be ready and the nets up by 15 minutes past game time.  If not, your team will forfeit.  If both teams are not ready, it’s a double forfeit.  Referees will be enforcing this!

Substitutions may be made only on your own possession for:  Throw-ins, Corner Kicks, and Injuries.  However, if the possessing team chooses to substitute a player, the other team may then also call for a substitute.  Any team may substitute on a Goal Kick or Kick-off.

When a Referee issues a card (red or yellow) during a game, he/she notates the offense on the game card.  If a red card is issued, the player’s pass is removed and mailed in with the game card.
Per the WISA Bylaws, Suspensions are as follows:

1 per season


=
automatic 1 game


Physical or verbal threat

automatic 1 game



Fighting



=
automatic 3 games

Each infraction will be ruled on individually.  The Board may impose further suspensions if necessary.
